ABOUT EMPOWER

Empower Youth Zones is the charity that oversees the creation, management and sustainability of Youth Zones in
Manchester and Salford. These include HideOut Youth Zone located in Gorton (East Manchester) which opened in 2020,
and Salford Youth Zone located in Pendleton, which opened to young people in June 2025. HideOut and Salford Youth
Zone provide children and young people aged 8-19 and up to 25 for those with additional needs with somewhere safe to
g0, something positive to do and someone trusted to talk to.

Youth Zones are purpose-built spaces fizzing with energy and crammed with incredible facilities. They are staffed by
skilled and dedicated Youth Workers who truly believe in young people - helping them see what they could achieve, and
giving them the skills, confidence and ambition to go for it. This is life-changing support that helps tens of thousands of
young people from a diverse range of backgrounds to thrive.

HideOut and Salford Youth Zone are part of a national and growing network of Onside Youth Zones. There are currently
15 active Onside Youth Zones across the UK with 20 due to be open by 2025.

WHATIS THE ROLE?

The Arts, alongside sport and youth work, is at the heart of SYZ's offer to young people. The Arts offer is wide ranging and
includes visual arts, music, media, dance and drama. As a member of the Arts Team you will be key in ensuring young
people have access to an exciting and creative arts programme that will be challenging, stimulating, fun, engaging and
developmental. You will be involved in teaching the fundamentals of a single or range of arts activities, enabling young
people to explore their creativity and grow their skills.

e Have great energy to establish positive relationships with young people and the wider youth work team and visitors to
the Youth Zone

e Responding to the needs of the young people through activities and project work

e Supporting and motivating volunteers

e Working flexibly to ensure the needs of the members are met, including disadvantaged young people and those with
additional needs

e Ensuring that the members maintain a high standard of behaviour and discipline during sessions by making the area a
hub of activity and fun

e Ensuring the participation of young people in activities and that their ideas contribute fully in the delivery of activities in
a safe way

e Encouraging attendance and participation in arts activities, particularly by young people who do not usually participate
in art

e Be able to think on your feet and deliver an activity with minimal equipment

e Ability to enthuse others including staff, volunteers and young people

e Make the environment fun and the place young people want to be

e Be an active member of the team and operate in line with the values and principles of Salford Youth Zone

e Promoting cultural cohesion and inclusion and proactively challenge any prejudice and discrimination.
